Embedding YouTube Videos in PowerPoint

1.  Turn on the Developer Tab on the Ribbon
a. Click the Office Button (at the top left of the MS/PowerPoint Window) and select PowerPoint Options at the bottom right of the menu.
b. In the main window put a check next to Show Developer Tab in the Ribbon

2. Open Internet Explorer, go to YouTube, and select a video to embed in your PowerPoint Presentation

3. Copy the URL address for the YouTube video from the address bar at the top of Internet Explorer

4. In PowerPoint, select the Developer Tab, and in the “Controls Group” select More Controls

5. Select Shockwave Flash Object from the More Controls Dialogue Box and click OK

6. Draw a box (your pointer should be a +) on the slide where you would like the YouTube video to appear

7. Right Click the box you just created (object placeholder) and select Properties from the menu

8. In the empty cell located to the right of the Movie Property, paste the URL address of the YouTube Video

9. In the URL address you just pasted, delete the word "watch?" and change the "=" sign to a ⁄

10. Adjust the options for Looping or AutoPlay if desired


You can only view the YouTube Video when you view the presentations, so make sure to test the presentation.  Keep in mind that the video is streaming from YouTube, so an Internet connection is required at the time of your presentation.
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
