


How Do I Cite Database Articles?

Most databases will provide you with the MLA format for your Works Cited.


[image: ]EBSCO OMNIFILE: To find the pre-formatted citation in this database, you will need to click on the title of the article from the results page.  On the page that opens look for the “Cite” button. (Image Right)
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GALE DATABASES: To find the pre-formatted citation in this database, click on the article title, and then locate the Tools box on the right side of the screen.  Click the Citation Tools button and follow the on-screen instructions to open the citation.  You can then copy and paste in to a word document. (Image Right)
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REFERENCE DATABASES: Scroll to the bottom of any article to find the pre-formatted MLA citation.  






[image: ]BOSTON GLOBE: To find the preformatted citation click on the title of the article and click on the Cite this button near the top left of the article.
